Mr. Richard began his acquisition of Aboriginal Art in

November of 2007, travelling to the remote town of Alice

Springs in Australiads Northern Te
introduction to Timothy Jennings, founderMbantuaGallery

andthe foremostontemporaryboriginal art dealer at the time,

from documentary filmmakerAndrew Pike of Ronin Films.

Mr. Jennings had collaborated with Andrew on the highly

regarded flmEmilyinJapan and Pi keds i ntroduct
to seed Davi doreciakodforche genren and app
Guided by Mr. Jennings, Mr. Richard made his first purchases

of paintings during this trip.

Later, joined by renowned artist, photographer and native
Australian, John Diamond, M.D., their mutual education
continued on the lawns of Alice Springs and other regional
settlements, where th@bserved and befriended artists as they
painted. Another group of paintingselected with input from

Dr. Diamond,was purchased directly from these artists during
half a dozersharedvisits to the areaver the next decade

Finding original Kudditjikngwarreye( Emi | y6s ki n br ot h
paintings in another prominent Alice Springs gallery was a rare

treat, and Mr. Richard bought the entire Kudditji stock of this

galleryduring one trip.

Dr. Diamond guided some intriguing
local artists, encouraging them to break free of styles that were
considered oOtraditional 6 but had ¢
well-intended missionaries, mostly in the Utopia settlement.

Mimicking elements of earlier sand paintings and cave art,

these missinaryguided works became the iconic aboriginal

Kngwarreye paintedfrom around 1986 util 2015. He paticipaiedin many
intemational extibitionsand beame known for depitions of his|Dreamingg Their
abdrad imagey, bdd use d color and ntuitive interplay with gpaee andform has
cemented hs name inthe Aboriginal art scene. In 2006 Kudditji wasnanedasone
of the bp 50mo4 colledible atistsin Audralia by|Art Colledorimagaine.

Kuddiji works have gaineda naional andintemaional following, highly vaued
for the artistés traditional depictions of his Dreamings as well as his mastery in
expressing floaingfields of luminouscolor. Often mmpared © the gea
American|abstrad impressionist}|Mark Rothko, Kudditji wasunaware of any
similanities He smply painted hi courtry, his Dreamings in his own way.

During his youngerdaysand &so asaregorsible dder, Kudditji frequenty took
the young boysnen huning enmu, merging tradition with practice aspart of therr
initiation as men. It isfrom his experience of his peoples land that Kudditji
painted hs"Emu Dreanings' (his traditionaltotem) and"My County" works.

While panting, Kudditji codd be hard singing. It washis way ofinfusng his
works with goriesof theland;the ancestors, hunts, travds and he foodand water
of Anmatyerre courtry. As well, the act of pantingremnded hin of his distant
home, and his singing further reinforced his bond with his courtry.

Daniel Goodwin wasbom atKenmore Pat Station (Ernabela SA in
1947.He wastaken away fromis family atthe age of5 and et to a hane in
Port Auguda, where hewentto schod untl he was15 yeas old. He returned
to the Red Gentre to look for his mother, andit took hm 4 yeas to find

her. He hal two brothers and onesster, andneve saw or met his father.

Dan wastaughtto pant by the onsof Albert Namagjira, Enos Keith and Evald,
subsquently devdoping his own landsgpe style, Na e at by Wedern gandards.

One of hisfirst awards was the 1968 fiAdelaide Aborigina Artist Awardofor his
watercolor APaterson Rangesd WA. Dan ha had nunerousexhbitionsin NSW and
won a number of awards, including the fiBest Aboriginal Painter of the Yearo. In
1991 he &0 won the fiRed Ochre Awardo. Included anong hs award-winning
paintings were a number of landscape works and fiGoanna Laying Eggso (a painting
in tradtionalda style). In 1992 an echibition washeld in Alice Spiings where
Dannds paintings were sold by auction to raise funds to send school children on
holidays

Dantravdled widely in Audralia, ®lling hispaintings and grealingthe
knowledgeof his hamelandregion. His paintingshavebee s0ld to peope fromdl
around te world, with one &rge panting ld in 2001 b an ovesess buye for
$125,000An exhibition of Danés works was held in Melboumein 2004, opene by
Govemor Geneal, Major Michad Jeffrey. One of his works washdd by the
Audralian Nationd Gallery in Canbera ACT.

JuneGs artworks have been very helpful to schools and
eduationd programsin teaching chldren @out tradtional abaiginal food ®urces
and doriginaliconogaphy.

One ofherpaintingsdepcts bush beries witchety grubsand hong arts with the
women usng traditiond huning and gthering implements to cdled the bish
tucke for theclan. Traditional foods and womends gathering of them are common
themesfor June.

June B anindepexdentartist who oten sllsherpantingsdiredly to tounstsin
Alice Spiings but hasbeen working with Certral Art since 2007. June ayjoys
paintingand n he own words, filt keep me sane and connected to my culture and
countryo.

He
bdongel to the Western
Arrernte (Aranda)and Arrernte
(Aranda)language groupand
panted in the mediums of
watercolor on bard, arylic on
canvas. His untitled subjects
were entirely landscapes panted
in the Hermanngurg tyle.

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Steven grew up atHemanndurg. Both his parents are deeeased, buthis fatherwas
aWarlpiri man and his mother an Anmatyerre woman. Hs family linksto the Ronji
family at Hermann$urg.

Steven sat with atists Titus Renkaaka, Linburg Inkamela, Arnulf Ebatarinja and
Clem Abbot, his cousn. He would watch them paint, and they would gve him tiny
boadsto expeimentwith. Sbwly, he wastaughtthe Hermanndurg Schob
landsape dyle d panting.

His desgns influenced by he gea Desrt artists of his Country, are full of
symbolism andritualistic meaning depcting traditions rituals and @remonies of
his culture & pased onto him by his dders. His main themes areme rs E
ceremonial designsand m@rticulady the Mulga Sed, Snake Deaning and he
Bush Plum Dreaming.

She pdicipaed inthe book Utopia- A Picture Sory", whichincluded 88
silk baiksfromthe Robet Holmesa Court Colledion. This book Felpedto
confirm the atistic credibility of the atists living in the Utopia region of Audralia.
Her main panting subjeds are Yam Dreaming and Bish Tobaco.

The pdteming and vbrantcolor of Dolly Mills Peyarre'swork depcts her naive
county of Alhalkere in the Utopia'sregion rorth east of Alice Spiings and he
mog importantsubjed matter is of the "Yam Dreamings'.
